Dear Friends

And here we are, just like that, halfway through the year! In the Church calendar we are now
in a period of time called Ordinary Time which is a season between the big festivals of Easter
and Christmas (with a few other special occasions such as Harvest in between). But Ordinary
Time doesn’t have to be that — ordinary — during these middle months of the year there is still
lots to do and lots to think about both in our own personal lives, the lives of our families and
friends and indeed the life of the Church.

So, exams are almost out of the way, some of us will be looking forward to a summer holiday
or time with friends and family. We may even have good weather! But maybe also we are in a
season when we can re-evaluate, look at what’s happening around us, search out new things,
new interests, new possibilities. And obviously, I am going to suggest here that you may take
the time over the next couple of months to come at pay us a visit at St Mary & All Saints; see
what we do; find out why we follow the Lord Jesus; find out who He is; find out what it could
mean for you to come to know more about Him.

For the yoke I will give you is easy, and the load I will put on you is
light.”

THE BIOLOGY & BENEFITS OF CREATINE MONOHYDRATE

Creatine monohydrate promises a range of benefits for all those looking to enhance their
physical performance.

That creatine restores energy stores in muscles is fairly well established, though now we think
it may be doing something similar to the brain too.

Populations other than those engaged in high-intensity sports or strength training may benefit
from creatine supplementation. In older adults, creatine may help combat age-related muscle
loss and improve strength and function. Since creatine is primarily found in animal products,
those following plant-based diets may have lower levels of creatine. Supplementation may
help bridge this gap. Many start with a loading phase of 5-7 days taking 20 grams of creatine
divided into four doses per day followed by a maintenance dose of 3-5 grams per day. This
approach helps saturate muscles with creatine more quickly. Though timing is not critical,
many athletes prefer to take it post-workout when muscles are more receptive to nutrients and
combining creatine with a source of carbohydrates and protein may enhance uptake.

Creatine monohydrate supplementation may help with neurological conditions, as some
research suggests that creatine may have neuroprotective effects.

While creatine monohydrate is generally considered safe, those concerned about their gut or
kidney health should consult a healthcare professional beforehand. Creatine can cause water
