Dear Friends 

“For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the LORD, “plans to prosper you and 

not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future”. (Jeremiah 29:11) 

As I sit at my desk to write this month’s letter, I’m reflecting on the last year of the life of 
your parish church of St Mary & All Saints here in Bingham and my own role within that.  It

It has also been a year of new beginnings, seeing the start of a monthly 

Youth Club; a weekly Soup Service; a new craft club and a monthly Intergenerational Service 

where we have lots of fun. Our Thursday morning welcome café continues to operate between 

10.00am and 12.00 noon and is held at Old Church house on East Street – a great place to 

come and have a chat over a coffee and cake. 

I wonder what the last year has been like for you? I am sure that for many of your there have 

been both good and not so good times; there may have been times of real joy but also times of 

deep sadness. Please know that as a Church we are praying for the whole of Bingham, praying 
alphabetically through all the streets along with the businesses, schools, and other providers 

based in those streets. This is something we began this time last year and will continue to do 

in the future. 

Do remember that the doors of St Mary & All Saints are open and waiting to welcome you in. 

There is always a friendly face to greet you and make you feel at home on a Sunday morning, 

so do come along and get to know us. 

I hope you all have a great summer and that whatever that looks like for you, please be 

assured of our prayers.

LONG ACRE ARTS 

 

This is Long Acre Arts today as an Arts & Wellbeing centre to serve the Community of 

Bingham and the surrounding area. 

Whilst secular, it has strong direct connections with The Butter Cross, the Parish Church 

magazine in serving the community. Built in 1841 by the then Rector Robert Lowe as the first 

Anglican school in Bingham it then had other uses until it was actually formally purchased 

from the Crown Estate by a later Rector John Reay on behalf of St Mary & All Saints Church 

on the 19th September 1951 to provide more space for the ambitious Rector’s needs at the 

time. The sale was subject to a covenant stating that the building ‘cannot be used for any 
purpose other than as and for a village hall for religious and political purposes, entertainments 

and social objects of the inhabitants of Bingham’. 

To this end the Church periodically rented out the building to the County Council for various 

classes such as speech therapy and physical education, and most significantly as an antenatal 

clinic in the early years of the National Health Service. This building at 26 Long Acre was 

eventually sold by the church on the 18th December 1969 and now thanks to the generosity of 

the last owner Jan Parnham it has been donated to Bingham and is being run by the Jan 

Parnham Trust with charity status. 

A wider history is now available in a short historical essay by local resident and Long Acre 

Arts volunteer Tony Fox entitled The Life and Times of 26 Long Acre, Bingham 1841 - 2026. 

This Community/Village Hall now operating as Long Acre Arts only opened to the public in 

June 2025 but has an established set of repeat bookings and a programme of courses, such as 
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artistic performance, painting, creative writing and glass fusion, as well as yoga classes, to 

name just a few. In addition, there is a regular programme of visiting professional 

entertainment, cinema nights and artisan fayres and much more is in the pipeline. 

Long Acre Arts is a community venue for all ages and interests, and we intend to be a safe 

and welcoming space for everyone. If you haven’t been inside yet anyone is welcome to drop 
in on Monday mornings between 10.00am and 12.00 noon for a look-see or of course attend 

one of the events.
