
ST MARY & ALL SAINTS PARISH CHURCH, BINGHAM
 HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY STATEMENT
The Parochial Church Council (PCC) of St Mary & All Saints acknowledges its legal responsibilities and has adopted the policy of providing and maintaining safe and healthy conditions, equipment and systems for all persons who attend their premises in Bingham and to provide such training and information as may be required by those responsible for implementing this policy.  This document is to be reviewed annually and amended as necessary.  The original is kept in the Health and Safety file in the Church Vestry.

RESPONSIBILITIES

The PCC of St Mary & All Saints has overall responsibility for Health and Safety matters within its premises.

The Health and Safety Officer has the responsibility for carrying out checks and inspections to ensure that the policy is carried out.

All church members and visitors, including staff and volunteers, have the responsibility to take reasonable care of themselves and others who may be affected by their actions or omissions.

ARRANGEMENTS
Risk Assessments are to be carried out and reviewed as necessary (at least annually).

Systems to be in place for emergency evacuation of all church premises and are to be tested from time to time.

Fire extinguishers are to be provided in lines with the Fire Plan, checked and maintained as necessary.

First Aid boxes are to be provided checked and replenished as necessary.

A chart showing the location of fire extinguishers, first aid kits and fire doors is to be displayed.

Accidents or incidents involving people or property are to be recorded and, if necessary, reported.

Systems are to be in place to ensure the safety of all contractors and other visitors.

Safety inspections, accident investigations, repairs and/or maintenance of plant and equipment are to be arranged as necessary.
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
